Then in
1958 along came the pictured court which could hold 500
spectators, the majority in a towering block as well as 100 in two
side galleries. It was built in the grounds of Cairo University.
Another top ranking for Egypt! (The Lansdowne Club court had 144
seats and standing for 60 more).
