Despite hardball being predominant in USA and unfamiliar to them they
reached the semis before Egyptian Karim was beaten 3-0 by French American US Amateur
champion Henri Salaun. However Hashim beat Diehl Mateer 15-12 in the decider before
Salaun (pic) took the final 15-7 15-12 15-14, Hashim did master the game though, and later
took three US Open titles.

A LATE EVENING IN CHICHESTER

The Patrick International Squash Festival was played

pa tric k I ntern a,t 1ona I Jahangir Khagliv(Pakistan) and Gamal Awad (Egypt). It
udas h F es t 1va I started about 8pm in front of a full crowd, my chums
and I in the front row. It tumed into a monster of
attritional squash at the highest level, and it lasted a
mighty 2 hours and 45 minutes!

My annotated programme (illustrated) tells the story.
In the first game, the first score point came after 7
¥ minutes; Jahangir forged ahead to 8/1; Gamal
fought back grimly and reached 9/9; this next point
was a rally of around 500 shots lasting about 5
minutes and ended in a let, but Gamal won it 10/9
after 1 hour 11 minutes!

The front row emptied in a scramble for the bar; 1
was with Dunlop’s Bretton Priestiey, fondly
remembered as the chap who gave some of us terms
on 9 guinea Maxply rackets.

We crept back into our seats half way through the
second which Jahangir took 9/5 in 37 minutes, the
third 9/7 in 40 minutes, and the 4% 9/2 in 13 minutes.

1 don't think Gamal ever fully recovered from the
supreme effort he put into this match and died in 2004 aged only 49. He was a bubbly little chap, hugely
popular at the Horsham club and was British Amateur Champion twice.

1 nearly forgot to mention that the assembled crowd sat down (exhausted) for an excellent dinner round
about 11.15 pm!
