20 years ago today (6 Nov 2004) Egyptian player Gamal Awad died aged 49, From Alexandria, the
‘rubber man’ or ‘grasshopper’ was aptly described, summing up his extraordinary athleticism.
Born 9 August 1955, Awad experienced early success, he won the Egyptian Under 13 title in
1968, and later crowned his amateur career by winning the British Amateur twice in 1878 and
79, beating Pakistanis Magsood Ahmed and Atlas Khan (pic with trophy).

Turning pro, he came close to major titles but Geoff Hunt and the Jahangir Khan blocked him -
including Hunt winning their British Open 1981 semi-final (where he was comforted by Abbas
Kaoud - pid.

Famously, he tried to outlast Jahangir Khan in the 2 hour 46 minute four game Chichester
Festival final in 1983, a match that he never really come back from.

An open, simple spirit, he did lose his way a little after retiring; coaching in England, Belgium,
Greece and finally Alexandria, before being taken too young by a heart attack. Poignantly, he
passed away on the day that Amr Shabana became the first Egyptian to reach a British Open

The Library is saddened to report that Ibrahim Amin, one of the early ‘greats’ of Egyptian
Squash, passed away last night. Born in Cairo in 1934, he took up the sport aged fourteen at

the Alamein Club, and his early talent was clear when he won the Cairo Under 16

championship.

In 1955 he travelled to UK and won the British Amateur championship on his debut. This title
was followed up by two runner-up spots in 1957 and 1958 before winning again in 1959,
beating countryman Tawfik Shafik in the final. Another two years of losing finals followed.

In December 1964 he reached the British Open final, losing 3-1 to another star Egyptian Abdul
Fattah Abou Taleb, who was winning the second of three consecutive titles.

When Egypt played in the 2nd Men's World Team Championship in England in 1968, tall and
stylish Amin was their player manager.

Not surprisingly, as Amin combined charm with effectiveness, in 1972 he was appointed as
Honorary Secretary of the Egyptian Association, and continued supporting and pushing

Hashim Khan, a father figure of modern squash, died on this day (18
Aug) in 2014, just after what was believed to be his 100th birthday.
Born near Peshawar in Pakistan (possibly on 1 July 1914, but he never
had a birth certificate), Khan led his country's pre-eminent status in the
sport in the 20th century. In the 1950s he won a then record seven
British Open titles - his first in 1951 at an age when most players have
long retired.

He moved to the USA in the 1960s and died at his Colorado home. He
had been based at the Denver Athletic Club and was still giving advice
from the gallery after finally hanging up his rackets aged 93.
